1. What were the major political issues that caused Kings James I and Charles I to have problems with Parliament? The main religious issues?
2. Why was there disagreement within the Church of England? (Hint: discuss diffs. Of High Church vs. Low Church) Between the Church of England and other Protestants in the country? What effect had Calvinism had on the church? What was Charles I’s position on these issues?

3. English classes and social groups tended to divide along political and religious lines. Which groups supported King Charles I and why? Which supported the Parliamentary position and why?

THE ENGLISH CIVIL WAR (PURITAN REVOULUTION) 1642-1649

Background, Beginning and War:

1. Why did Charles I sign the Petition of Right? What were his relations with Parliament like after this?

2. Why did the people in Scotland rebel against Charles I? Which side did it support in the Civil War?

3. Why did Charles I call Parliament together in 1640 after he had ruled without it for so long? What was the Long Parliament’s response to Charles?

4. Which of Charles’ actions caused the Civil War to begin?

5. Which groups made up the Cavaliers? Which side did they support? 
6. Who were the Roundheads and which side did they support? Which had the most experience and advantage at the start?
7. What was the New Model Army? Who organized it? Why was it a better army than the precious Roundheads?

8. Why did Parliament decide to put Charles on trial and ask for his execution? What were the charges against him? How did the King react to these charges and upon what principles did he take his stand?

9. Why did the execution of Charles I have such a strong impact on Europe?
