All homework is to be written on loose-leaf paper only.  No spiral binders.
Consider written homework to be a take-home test.    At the end of each homework assignment, you must write:


“This is my work and I have not cheated in any way.”   

The above statement is printed in your Hand Book under Honor Code on page 12.  
Also read page 11:  Educational Integrity.   Understand the definitions of 
1) cheating  2)  Plagiarism and  3) Stealing.  

Points will be deducted if this statement is not included.  It is school policy to have this statement on ALL your work.
Assignments must be handed-in when due.  Late homework will not be accepted unless you are sick.    When sick, and homework is posted on the Shanahan web site, you have no excuse for not knowing what the assignment is.  You are responsible for finding out what you missed and handing the assignments in when you return to school.    Therefore, you need to take your religion textbook home with you every night.  Or have a sibling or parents come to school and get it for you.

 Homework will also be written on the blackboard for students in class. 
Study homework:    You have study homework every night!!   You are learning something new every day; hence you need to study every day.   

Studying:     Reading is NOT Studying.  Studying is committing definitions and facts in the textbook or notes to memory so you can recall this information when taking a test.
Grades:
There are a minimum of (3) three test grades per quarter.  I usually have about four (4).   Homework and quizzes constitute about 25% of their quarter grade and is the equivalent of one (1) major test grade.    Major projects are equivalent to a test grade.
Gradeconnect.com     Your grades will be posted on “gradeconnect.com” as soon as possible after a test.    Homework/quiz grades are posted at the end of the quarter.   
Quizzes: 
Take them seriously!!    Study for them.   


You will have at least one (1) quiz each week.    Four (4) to five (5) quizzes constitute a test grade.    They do not have to be announced.   You have study homework every day, so be prepared. 
Rules of testing:

· All books, notebooks, homework, etc., are to be placed on the floor under your desk.

· Only the test paper, a black pen, and a #2 pencil for the op-scan sheet are allowed on the desk.   

· You may not borrow a pencil from another student during the test because you forgot to bring one to class.   It’s disruptive.

· You may not speak to another student during a test even if the two of you are finished.  If you do, you will have violated my rules of testing and forfeit points on your test or perhaps even get a “zero.”

· No one may speak until all test materials have been collected from every student.    If you finish early, you may read a novel.

Behavior:
· Be on time for class; late-to-class is 2 demerits.

· Homework is to be handed-in at the beginning of class.  Attempting to do it in class and handing it is at the end of the class period (telling me you just found it) is unacceptable and will not be accepted.   It would be considered “late” and I do not accept “late” homework.   
· You may not do homework (mine or someone else’s) in class.   Homework must be done during a study period or at home.

· On the desk, only your loose-leaf binder and textbook are allowed; all other books are to be placed on the floor under your desk.

· Private conversations are not allowed; you may receive a private detention after school if you do this.  

· You may not put your head on the desk; if you already know what is being taught, use the time to commit the lesson to memory and make sure you get a “10” on quizzes.

· You may not study for another teacher’s test in my class especially when it is the next period.   If you do, you will receive a detention.
· You may not write notes or pass notes to another student in class.  If you do, you may receive a detention.

Behavior continued:

· Bathroom usage:   before homeroom, at lunch, and at the end of the school day.    If there is an emergency, you may go once per quarter.

· NO writing on the desk; demerits will be issued if caught.  

· NO papers on the floor next to your desk.  Throw all trash (papers you do not want to keep) in the wastebasket at the end of the period.

Dress Code:


Demerits will be issued if not in proper uniform with a visible ID hanging around your neck on a lanyard.  


Private Detentions: 


Private detentions are after school at 2:45 on Tuesday’s, for violation of class rules.  You are NOT EXCUSED from a detention because you have sports after school.    If you know you have a practice or a game here or away, behave appropriately in class.   If you know your parents cannot pick you up after school, do not violate class rules.
Sports:

If you are let out early for a sport, you must check in with me before you go to see what the assignment is.   You can also check my “teacher web site.”   You are responsible for all assignments given that day.   So excuses like “I wasn’t in class” are unacceptable.  
If a test if given on the day you are excused from 8th period because of a game, you must still take the test the same day as everyone else.    See me the day before the test is being given to make arrangements to take the test during your lunch period.  

Extra credit:      Rare.  If students do their homework, study for quizzes and tests, they do not need extra credit, especially if they are in an honor’s class.    Remember, you have study homework every day.   You cannot study and remember a chapter’s worth of material the night before the test.   Studying and reviewing many days before a test is the best way to remember material and get a good grade as memory is a function of review.
