Gifts of the Holy Spirit in the Life of Jesus

1.
Prophecy:    When a person gives God’s message for a community or for an individual.


Example:   Jesus telling Peter that he would deny Him three times  (3x).

2.
Faith:    trusting God.


Example:   Jesus placed His faith in the Father’s will for His life when He said:  “Father, if it is possible, let this cup pass;  yet, not My will, but your will be done.”


Example:   The Centurion telling Jesus, “Lord, I am not worthy that you should enter the roof of my house; but just say the word and my servant will be healed.”

3.
Healings:   brings about the well-being of another person on a spiritual, psychological, or physical level.


Example:   Jesus healing the 10 lepers


Example:    Jesus telling the cripple:   (a)    his sins were forgiven, and then

(b) healing him of his disease:  “Pick up your mat and go home.”

4.
Miracles:    Instant healing or some other manifestation of God’s power.


Example:    Jesus walking on the water;   multiplication of loaves and fish.

5.
Wisdom:    Whereby a person is granted an insight into God’s plan in a given situation and is enabled to put this into words of advice or of direction.


Example:    Jesus was asked whether the Jews should pay taxes to the Roman’s.

Jesus said, “Give to Caesar what belongs to Caesar, and give to God what belongs to God.”

Again, the woman caught in adultery.  Jesus said:  “Let he who is without sin cast the first stone.”     All the accusers walked away.

6.
Knowledge:    When a person is given an insight into a divine mystery or facet of man’s relation to God and is enabled to put this into a word that helps others to grasp the mystery.


Example:   Peter’s confession of faith.  “You are the Messiah, the Son of the living God.”        Jesus told him, “No mere man has revealed this to you, but My heavenly Father.”        Jesus’ response is an example of the gift of Discernment.
7.
Discernment:    Whereby a person is enabled to know the source of an inspiration or action, whether it comes from the Holy Spirit, his own human spirit, or from the evil spirit.


Example:    Jesus exhibited the gift of Discernment in the example above when he responded to Peter comment and told him that God the Father revealed this to Peter.


Jesus prophesizes that he must go to Jerusalem and be crucified.    Peter said:  “God forbid that happens to you.”    Jesus said: “Get behind me Satan.  You are thinking like men, not like God.”      That is, Jesus recognized that this thought, even if its motive is love, has its origins in Satan because it opposes the “will of God.”   Anything that opposes God’s will is sin.
