-  5-6 minutes (-5 points for every 30 seconds too short)



-  7-10 slides




- each slide distinctly illustrated 



- include 1-2 “anchoring” lines of narration or dialogue per slide




- slide should remain visible for at least thirty seconds



- accompanying narration (DO NOT READ FROM SLIDE)


2 - Video



- 5-6 minutes (-5 points for every 30 seconds too short)



- at least 4 different scene locations
