1-Arguably greatest playwright of all time

2- Elizabethan poet/playwright

3- part of English Renaissance – cultural rebirth approx 1485-1660

4- Coined over 2000 words and hundreds of phrases

5- His plays eventually performed in the Globe Theater 

LIT. TERMS: 

Tragedy – A play, novel, or other narrative depicting serious and important events, in which the main character comes to an unhappy ending. 

Tragic flaw- an error in judgment or character weakness.

Soliloquy- the act of talking while or as if alone; in drama, a device to disclose a character's innermost thoughts 

Aside- a statement delivered by an actor to an audience in such a way that other characters present are presumed not to hear what is said.
