Saint’s Project

Purpose:    Not only was the Bible and its canon inspired, but God has been inspiring people through history.  The Bible is also about “growth in holiness.”  The theme of holiness runs in the Bible from God’s command to Adam and Eve, and from Abraham’s call to the Book of Revelation.    In looking at the life of a saint, we are looking at how God inspired them to do the work He assigned them, and how they grew in holiness which can be defined as a deep love for God, never offend Him with personal sin, and be completely united to Him on earth and as they will be in heaven.    

Personal:   How might God inspire you?  What work might He be calling you to do for Him?    What work can you do for Him as a sophomore here at Shanahan?
Two students per project. 

· One student will present a two-minute Power-Point presentation
· The other student will type a 2 ½ to 3 page report.  
You must work together and get involved with each other’s work as you will be sharing a grade.

Details:   Cover page is page 1.  Put the name of the saint, due date and your names on this page.    Pages 2, 3, and 4, is your typed report.  It will have 1 inch margins and will be double space.  On page 5, you will cite your sources, that is your bibliography. Follow rules in handbook, 66 to 75.     
In the life of the Saint, look for:

· Family history – influences of mom and dad, family, and how the saint was raised

· The saint’s calling:  how did this person know what their vocation was?  How did God inspire them with this knowledge?

· Growth in holiness involves:

· Daily prayer

· Scripture study

· Receiving the sacraments of the Eucharist daily.  Why?
· Frequent confessions – sensitive to venial sins – not wanting to offend God in any way.    Union with God, doing His will, is a goal.
· The above leads to growth in their love for God which is holiness.
· What mission (work) did God give them?   
· Persecution – or opposition, criticism of their mission from anyone within or without their order.
· Cross:   perhaps a history of suffering through illness.

What was their attitude toward suffering?   How did they die?
· Any miracles credited to them after their death?
